Outline suggestion for proposed workshops, exhibition and symposium

Introduction

At a recent symposium Suze and I saw a presentation about the use of photographs to stimulate community negotiation – this was in the context of re-visioning history in Northern Ireland.

The suggestion here is that we use our River work to enable/encourage community discussion and negotiation and walks about re-visioning the local landscape with the River as the main artery.  

As we have already discussed, elements of our work could tour smaller community halls and larger exhibitions.

Opportunities

· I am meeting with a local councillor and others who would like to hold some sort of 'communities and green space' symposium in the Spring and we could use this to introduce/kick off our ideas. This would include other disciplines if we wanted to work with ecologists for example

· I have been speaking to the Museum in the Park and my tutors about the possibility of using the Museum as a site for my final show about this time next year – this too could include a public event

· Local groups in Stroud are collecting information together to include in a Neighbourhood Development Plan and we could feed our work into this

Possible timescale

· Autumn/winter 2012/13 – make work for Spring symposium/exhibition

· Spring 2013 – exhibition and Symposium – arrange workshops/walks

· Summer 2013 – limited number of workshops/exhibition/walks for example in village halls

· Autumn 2014 – exhibition and possible symposium (Neighbourhood plan)
